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A tree or shrub in your garden can provide a wide range of benefits: colour, shade,
a lasting habitat for wildlife and it can even increase the value of your house.

This year, the Forest of Avon Trust is again working with Shirehampton Community
Action Forum (SCAF) to offer limited numbers of FREE TREES/ SHRUBS in
Shirehampton, for planting in GARDENS this winter.

Trees/ shrubs are supplied bare- rooted and are approximately 0.6- 1.0 m tall. Free trees/
shrubs are available | per house and on a first come first served basis.

o Check the suitability of your garden, including the items covered on the back of this sheet
and identify a suitable tree/ shrub; the Tree Planting & Maintenance Guide available at
http://forestofavontrust.org/wp-content/uploads/2011/04/Garden-Forest-Planting-Guide.a.pdf
may help you with this; (if you are a tenant, you will need to get permission from your landlord);

o We will be in touch in December to confirm a collection time and location;
o Collect your tree/ shrub and Tree Planting & Maintenance Guide;
o We will record you in our Garden Forest register, provide a unique window sticker and

request an image of the planted tree/ shrub.

Planting Trees & Shrubs as part of the Garden Forest
If you want to plant a tree/ shrub there are a few things you need to think about first:
What do | want it to do for me?
All trees/ shrubs provide shade, filter pollution, provide shade and enhance the landscape quality of your

area. Depending on species, they are also good for varied wildlife, add colour and interest at different times
and can form a feature, hedge, or just fill a corner. The table below gives guidance about which tree/ shrub

does which.

What size will it be when fully grown?
Trees and shrubs come in all shapes and sizes and can live and grow for a very long time. When planning
your planting you need to think about the size it will be (under and above ground) when fully grown? A
guide for a new garden tree/ shrub is that it should be no closer than its full- grown height from a building.
Also think about its impact on your neighbours.

Hawthorn I5m Flowers, wildlife, fast- growing, can be Wide tolerance Does not
cut & used for hedges tolerate dense
shade
Field maple [5m Flowers, leaves, wildlife, can be cut & Avoid heavy soils | Shade tolerant
used for hedges
Rowan I5m Leaves, berry colour, wildlife, fast Avoid clays Tolerates some
growing shade
